 As we enter into our ñFaith & Filmò series 

this month, I have been reflecting on how I have been 

shaped by movies in my life. More narrowly, I have 

been thinking about how the genre of science fiction 

has been a partner to my faith journey.  I want to 

indulge in some thoughts here to serve as a written 

companion to our preaching in July. 

 First, a small piece of autobiography.  Everyoneôs story is unique but I 

have come to believe that the timing of mine is telling for my passions and 

interests. I was born in 1977 (which means that I did not see Star Wars in a 

theater until it was re-released). The late 60s and 70s established that science 

fiction films, like Planet of the Apes, Superman, Star Trek, and Alien, could 

make money and attract interest. And as I came of age in the 1980s 

blockbuster sci-fi films were heavily marketed and were the highest grossing 

films nine times in the next two decades. But saturation had a dance partner 

for me: access.  The first ñVideo Home Systemò (or VHS tape player as we 

would come to know it) was released in the US one month before my birth. 

Mine was the first generation raised with access to back catalogs of movies as 

a culture norm (in much the way Maddie and Jackson find Netflix or iPads a 

normal part of their life). 

 I watched a lot of movies, I confess.  My exposure grew with ratings 

and my age: my earliest memories were of E.T. the Extra-Terrestrial and 

Disneyôs The Black Hole, then Back to the Future and Ghostbusters, and then 

being able to handle more adult titles like Terminator, Blade Runner, and 

Project X.  Science fiction films led to a love of science fiction and fantasy 

novels and I am indebted to the worlds built by Piers Anthony, Arthur C. 

Clark, and Robert Heinlein.  If you are curious, I would say the most 

formative sci-fi stories in my adolescence were the Star Wars trilogy, 2001: A 

Space Odyssey, and The Abyss. 

 So, what then do I do with this as a disciple and man of faith? The 

appeal of science fiction to me is the passion for telling a story rooted in what 

is happening now while imagining what might be possible next.  All of the 

great space flight movies or alien contacts made are predicated on a tension 

between what an author believes to be logically true (we can build things that 

move us or we are one planet in a universe of many planets) and hopefully 

possible (that those vehicles can travel faster than the speed of light or that 

one of those planets also contains intelligent life). 

 As a Christian and a Wesleyan, I live into a similar tension. 

Personally, I am both the sum of my experiences. influences, and choices and 

the new creation that I am being shaped into by the Spirit (Wesley calls this 

being made perfect in love). Broadly, the Kingdom of God as described by 

Christ in the gospels honors both what is logically true (we are all creatures of 

a common creator) and what is hopefully possible (that we might be a people 

of peace, righteousness, justice, and wholeness). In the same way these stories 

help me to look to the stars and dream bigger, our faith story helps me look 

into our life together and do the same.
