 As an introduction to my sermon on Sunday, 

May 15, I shared four key points on the state of the 

church as we approach the summer months and yet 

another period of transition in the life of our church.  

The highlights of that input were as follows: 
 

¶ On June 26th, we will bid farewell and deep 

thanks to Rev. Thomas Kendall as he is appointed 

to San Gabriel First UMC.  We are proud of Tom 

and grateful for his time here.  We are poised to welcome Rev. Rachel 

Tabutol in July.  She comes with her own unique set of gifts and she and I 

have already been meeting to plan and pray for our future work. 

¶ Our Rey de Reyes Spanish-language ministry continues their fellowship 

and worship together.  It was made clear to the staff and SPRC last month 

that Jorge Quintanilla would be unable to return to his post.  Rey de Reyes 

has asked for our support in this new time of change for them as they 

discern their next steps in pastoral leadership. 

¶ CrossRoads Childrenôs Center (formerly Preschool) is enjoying an 

increase in enrollment and is making excellent use of a consultant to 

broaden their work.  Their progress has depended on some financial 

support from SVUMC and we continue to offer that support as they strive 

to cross into full viability.  

¶ SVUMC has a history of faithful and responsible stewardship.  That 

continues to this day.  In the Spirit of clarity, I shared two truths: First, we 

have seen some diminished incomes from outside sources (including our 

support of CRCC noted above).  Second, giving and support from 

members and visitors is up over the last year.  These two truths require 

our responsible stewardship and generosity in the coming months.
