It was 

a great reminder to me that in Godôs Kingdom, the whole of my perceptions 

and experiences is not the whole of Godôs reality and work.   

 

 In describing a time of full restoration, John in Revelation hears God 

say, ñLook! I am making all things new!ò  Thank God for newness, change, 

and transformation.  I am a life-long learner and confess a truth each day that 

God is not yet finished with me.  When my hopes and plans seem to bump 

into change, obstacle and new opportunity, I hope to see God at play, doing 

the work of newness-making.  This takes on big forms like changes in church 

life and staffing (see below) or in the simple ones, like not doing a  

Thanksgiving tradition the way we have ñalways done it.ò 

 

 I have a hope for this November packed full worship, steward-ship, 

holiday and holy days, and the coming of Advent.  In striving for excellence 

in a ministry that is real, relevant, and compelling, I am hoping to leave a 

space for Godôs newness.  I want God to show me not just what I expect but 

what an exceptional God might do in a new way.
