Pastorôs Letter 

February will see a gathering of Methodist delegates for a 

ñspecial called General Conference.ò  Those readers familiar 

with the larger United Methodist Churchôs organization would 

recognize a General Conference as a once-every-four-years gathering of 

elected delegates that pray over and vote on matters related to the UMC 

structure, make-up, priorities, mission, and, in some cases, theology.  They 

are the only body authorized to make changes to   The Book of Discipline, 

the legal document that defines the structures and laws of all  of our church.  

This is a unique gathering (with the standard one still set to happen in 2020).  

 It will be held February 23-26, 2019 in St. Louis, Missouri.  The 

purpose will be to receive and act on a report from the Commission on a 

Way Forward based on the recommendations of the Council of Bishops.  

The 32-member Commission was authorized by General Conference 2016 

and appointed by the Council of Bishops to examine paragraphs in The Book 

of Discipline concerning human sexuality and exploring options to   

strengthen the unity of the church.  This commission produced three ways 

forward for the UMC (with the possibility that still more will be lifted up by 

individuals at the event).  I will do my best to outline the three proposals 

(which represent more than 17 months work) here: 

 1. The One Church Plan (supported by the majority of the         

committee and the College of Bishops).  This plan envisions a ñgenerous 

unityò that would allow for the broad differences on theology and practices 

amongst Methodists.  It creates space for ministry that is contextual to     

conferences and individual churches.  I refer to it as ñthe Statesô rights planò 

- by analogy of having a common united identity (USA) but allowing   

smaller areas to determine their conscience and practice (each state voting  

on civil and legal matters).  It allows local churches to set wedding policies, 

pastors to decide whom to marry, and bishops and annual conference boards 

of ordained ministry and clergy sessions to discern, recommend and         

credential those called to and suited for ordained ministry.  No setting has    

a theology regarding human sexuality forced upon them.  

 2. The Connectional Conference Plan creates three new values-

based connected conferences (independent of geography) whose values 

would align along current divisions.  It would create a conference along  

each set of these values: progressive, traditional, and unity.  These three  

missional ñspacesò represent faithful but differing readings of scripture and 

the culturally specific needs of the contexts they serve.  Each jurisdiction, 

annual conference, local church and clergy person would need to decide 

(likely through balloting) which value conference they would join and     

support.  These value conferences would be responsible for maintaining  

their own finances and supervision as well as creating their own Book of          

Discipline(s) which would outline their unique take on the mission and   

ministry of the church.

 3. The Traditional Plan was developed by a small group of Bishops 

and non-commission members as a third alternative for the Way Forward.  

Its theological premise is that the healthiest way ahead is the creation of two 

unique Wesleyan bodies whose teachings differ on human sexuality.            

It retains and broadens the current language of the Discipline (that            

homosexuality is ñincompatible with Christian teachingò) and increases   

accountability, consequences, and penalties for churches and clergy that  

cannot abide by its expectations.  It intends to strengthen the witness of the 

United Methodist Church by creating separate spaces for where there is a         

difference.  In short, it imagines a structure where those that hold traditional 

views on sexuality retain the rights and resources of United Methodism and 

all those who cannot concur will be asked to leave.  

 

 Brief summaries from me are probably not the fullest picture but will 

have to suffice for this setting.  As you can likely see, there may be           

significant upheaval for Methodism in the coming months and years.  There 

will likely be national press coverage about the conferenceôs work in that 

week.  Unfortunately, there will likely be local churches that ñleaveò the  

denomination regardless of the outcome and especially if their preferred 

model is not chosen.  Please note that the clergy and lay leadership of 

SVUMC do not see this as an option; we will hold no balloting on these  

matters unless directed to do so at some future date by the Annual           

Conference.  

 

 Above all, I invite you to pray February 23-26.  This prayer can take 

a lot of forms:  for some it will be fasting; for others careful attention to 

news as it comes out (including the likely option of watching a web feed). 

We all want to seek Godôs will for us.  I welcome your questions and       

insights.
